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The purpose of the present investigation is a better understanding of the variability of different taxa 
of the genus Euphrasia Crom Poland. Biometrical analyses of samples Crom 120 localities were carried 
out, and many herbarium specimens were studied. From each of these localities 30 specimens were 
examined. The specimens were characterized by many features of the łeaves and by the midlobe of the 
lower lip of the corolla. The samples are described in respect to the arithmetical means, extreme values, 
standard deviation and the coefficient of variability. All measurements were made on the drawings by 
means of a millimetre scale enlarged to the same degree as the drawings. The graphical method descnbed 
by Jentys-Szaferowa (2) and the Principal Component Analysis (1) will be used for presenting the results 
of the biometrical and taxonomical analysis. 
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
