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A presentation of distribution, taxonomy, ecology and protection of orchids in Poland is in preparation. 
The atlas brings together all of the information on these vanishing plants, with life-sized, water colour 
prints on 31 plates as illustrations to cach taxa by two authors. In the introduction keys to all genera 
and a short vocabulary of all words connected with orchids arc given.
