A discussion is given of the systematic interdependence of the follow-
ing species: Sorex cinereus — S. caecuties; S. vagrans — S. pacificus —
S. mirabilis — S. beringianus. The structure of the copulatory organs
in S. cinereus, S. vagrans and S. hydrodromus was described for the
first time. Confirmation was given that S. caecutiens, S. cinereus, S. pa-
cificus, S. mirabilis and S. hydrodromus are separate species. The exist-
ence of species of shrews (S. arcticus, S. cinereus) common to the fauna
of the Palaearctic and Nearctic points to the great similarity of the
insectivorous fauna of these regions. Confirmation of this is supplied
by the similarity of palaearctic shrews (S. beringianus, S. mirabi-
lis) and nearctic shrews. S. cinereus, S. beringianus belong to the
subgenus Otisorex while the other species of palaearctic shrews are
represented by the subgenus Sorex.
