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Preface

The Supplement to the “Chorology of Trees and Shrubs in South-West Asia and adjacent regions” has been
prepaied on the same principles as the previous ten volumes. It covers the range of further 25 species of trees and
shrubs belonging to 19 genera and 15 families. The total number of species, which maps of distribution were
published till now is 575. Species of Phlomis and Teucrium have been prepared by J. Zielinski of the Institute of
Dendrology, Kérnik.

Most of species belongs to the following families: Rosaceae - 101 (Rosa - 25, Amygdalus - 17), Leguminosae
-55, Salicaceae- 28 (Salix - 23), Caprifoliaceae- 24 (Lonicera - 18), Rhamnaceae - 24 (Rhamnus 16),Fagaceae
- 23 (Quercus - 21), Ericaceae - 21, Labiatae - 16, Aceraceae - 15 and Ephedraceae - 15.

Literature listing has been supplemented with additional 32 items. The numbering of these references is in
continuation ofthe listing presented in previous ten volumes.
